HEALTH AND SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

The well-being of our community and staff is always our top priority.

What wWhat we're doing te're doing to ko keep yeep you safou safe:e:

• Offering times for seniors and those with health conditions to be in the
library.
• Maintaining 6 feet of distance between each other.
• Following cleaning and disinfecting protocols put out by the CDC.

What wWhat we're asking ye're asking you tou to do:o do:

• Do not enter the library if you currently have or recently had a fever, cough,
shortness or breath, or are feeling unwell.
• Keep your hands clean. Hand sanitizer will be available in the library.
• Maintain at least 6 feet of distance from others.
• Wear a face covering while inside the library.

What else yWhat else you need tou need to knoo know:w:

• The library will be limited to 40 patrons at a time.
• The children’s area is limited to no more than 20 people at a time.
• We recommend that one family member at a time come into the library.
• If you must bring a child with you, you must accompany them at all times.
• Please limit your stay to 30 minutes.

• Children's computers are closed until further notice.

RETURNING ITEMS

• Our book drop is ALWALWAAYSYS open.

• Do not bring in items that you wish to renew; just give us a call or let us know at
the circulation desk what items you wish to renew.
